S.146 Grants

Due to the costs of the new website being incurred, the Parish Council proposes to limit S.146 Grants to the most widely used community organisation which is the monthly provision of the Voices.  Councillors are asked to propose an amount to support this organisation, Clerk recommends £100.00 which will be in addition to the £100 administration payment.  Alternatively, to save the Voices completing an application form every year, we could  increase the Admin to £200, being £16 per month.
New Website
It is proposed we start the process to obtain the new website now and that we should pay an extra £100 for a GDPR compliant site which will provide YPC specific email addresses to all Councillors and the Clerk which will be £599. 8. Planning

To receive and endorse the Planning Decisions of the Council taken since last meeting under delegated authority:
The formal delegation of making and submitting comments on planning applications to the Councillors who attend the site meetings, has been granted to Cllr Tony Long in November 2019.  This is due to their being insufficient time before subsequent meetings to bring back comments to the Council for a full formal vote.
Cllr Long advised that during this time, site meetings have been held with a skeleton of Parish Council members, where he felt  necessary and consequently hasn't been inviting all the Parish Councillors to all the applications, due the present circumstances. 
20/2241/FUL Land south of The Flintlock Inn, Marsh

Yarcombe Parish Council are delighted to receive and unanimously support this long awaited planning application, which we know the community is behind us after the CLT held a community needs survey and then later a public consultation at The Flintlock Inn, Marsh.

We can see this proposed development will be a tremendous asset to our community, which we desperately need to help keep youngsters living and working amongst us, so maintaining a healthy diverse balance in the village.

We held an appropriate site meeting of which the following points were made by our individual councillors:

1) “Would support the application, the proposal is appreciating the need for adequate car parking for today’s family life”.
2) “It is going to enhance Marsh with a very considered safe location in the highways perspective in relation to the bypass and the old A303 through Marsh and its surroundings.”
3) “Great opportunity for the young in the village and for the longevity of the village”.
4) “much appreciated - it will help keep the youngsters living and working in the village / community”
5) “Lovely naturally, self-contained site, particularly like the habitat area.  Very safe location within the village.  The application is maintaining its natural hedgerows and trees.”
6) “The site is an excellent area which does not encroach on the surrounding countryside and with excellent access to the main road I hope it will attract young people who we need in the village.  Well done to all those who have done so much to get it this far.”
7) “A long awaited welcome asset to our community, which we need to help keep the youngsters living and working amongst us.  Maintaining a healthy village generational balance”.

We all feel an overwhelming gratitude to the CLT Committee for all the work they have done to date in trying to help our parish and community and can see the phenomenal amount of work, persistence and enthusiasm in helping to keep our parish thriving.
