5. Parish Council Priorities including Clerk and Correspondence
· DCC footpath signs – Clerk has emailed DCC to enquire about availability of one Clive saw in N Devon.
· Trees at The Old School House – Pat Bright contacted the Clerk with regards to concern over Elm some trees on council land at the front of the property.  These have been inspected with the following response “Thank you for your enquiry. Our contractors surveyed the area in July and found no ash dieback or safety defects in the trees mentioned. DCC undertakes annual tree inspections with qualified tree consultants and monthly Highway Safety Inspections so any risks to the road from trees will be picked up then”.  Should anyone else have concerns regarding trees, the concern needs to be raised through the EDDC Report a Problem app and “Hazardous or fallen trees” needs to be selected which gets directed to ELM’s (Environmental Landscape Management Team) for action/inspection by specialists in this field.  Overgrown vegetation gets reported to EDDC Highways team
· Councils who have been making decisions via schemes of delegation for a while will need to be aware of the six-month rule. When councillors do not attend a meeting of the council, or its committees, or a meeting where they are representing the council, for six consecutive months, they will automatically lose their seats unless the council has approved a reason for their absence. The six-month rule applies even if there were no meetings to attend. If councils have not met since early May, then the end of the six-month period will be coming up soon so councils may need to hold a council meeting (face to face) to ensure they do not lose councillors through automatic disqualification.
We need to approve a reason for Cllrs Lesley Pidgeon and Charlotte Vining absence, to continue to hold their seats, as no meetings have been held since May and we don’t know if one will be held in November.
· We wrote to Neil Parrish MP concerning the floods in Moorhayne Lane and whether there are any additional funds available to pay for such unforeseen circumstances, which could be directed to Highways for road repairs.  The Office of Neil Parish replied and confirmed that Neil had made representations on our behalf to the Department for Transport.
· Parish Council email addresses.  Propose using Cllrs C Stone, S Horner, C Ford, D Little, T Long immediately and others as and when they are on-board.
