Speed through the village

Maggie Lane and Pat Bright have both emailed reporting traffic coming through the village at high speed – emails to all Councillors refers.
Signage for crossing pedestrians is unlikely due to response from previous enquiry to Highways re a crossing at Mount Pleasant – “… this kind of request would normally go through our Traffic management Team, however, I know the response will be that there is no funding for new signs, they will only pay for signs which are already in place and have been damaged and need replacing.  It would also need to be considered the amount of users likely to be crossing at this point.
Drainage works past the village hall (culvert on the right)

Dave at Highways emailed to advise he had chased these works as it was also picked up by the safety inspectors - the contractor who was (as still is) carrying out the works has sincerely apologised as it was forgotten.

Works are still scheduled to be done in this financial year and he has suggested to him that they request an early start.

Queens Jubilee

Reply from Jean Rich – “We had a short discussion about the Jubilee at our meeting on Tuesday. . One of the PCC is going to speak to Mr. Meyrick as we seemed to think the last beacon was on his land. He may well like to help with this but we can't take that for granted. We are willing to help the Parish Council with this special celebration.”
