Response to villagers required.  Email from Dave at Highways “The A30 through Yarcombe is DCC (HMPE) however, speed enforcement is always down to the police.  As I’m sure it’s no surprise, this road is no different than any other and it is an unfortunate reflection on modern life that there will always a proportion of motorists (mainly who are familiar or residents of the area)  who consciously choose to drive at a speed more than whatever limit is in place.  The responsibility is on the driver to proceed at an appropriate speed according to the conditions and road layout.  Another factor is often peoples perception of speed is completely different to what someone is actually doing.  Have the parish considered the Community Speed Watch?”

Regarding 20mph limits:

https://www.rospa.com/media/documents/road-safety/20mph-zones-and-speed-limits-factsheet.pdf
20mph limits are most appropriate for roads where average speeds are already low, and the guidance suggests below 24mph. The layout and use of the road must also give the clear impression that a 20mph speed or below is the most appropriate.
20mph zones use traffic calming measures to reduce the adverse impact of motor vehicles on built up areas.
